Prevention and carly detection of oncological
diseases of the head and neck are the main
focus of the cancer problem. In general, the
neoplasms that occur in the oral cavity are
benign. Among them, fibroids, fibrolipomas,
papillomas, hemangiomas, leukoplakia, less
often pleomorphic adenomas, lichen planus,
erythroplakia and some other diseases fall into
the surgeon's field of vision. Benign processes
localized on the red border of the lips (the
lower lip is affected nich more often than the
upper lip), in addition to the above, include
various cheilitis, keratopa-pillomas. and others.
